Recipients will receive a full scholarship in development
studies to one of the program’s preferred masters
programs (see the complete list at www.worldbank.org/

scholarships).

Scholarship includes full tuition and fees, a monthly living
stipend, round-trip airfare, and travel allowance.

Upon completion of the program, JJIWBGSP scholars
must immediately return to their home countries to apply
their new skills to their countries’ social and economic
development.
